At the Easter
Vigil, the "Easter Alleluia,” is sung by the priest and
congregation in response during the Easter Vigil. Its melody
draws out our joyous acclamation, ornamenting each syllable,
allowing us to relish in its glorious sound, which we have not
heard since before Ash Wednesday. On Easter Day, the
sequence, “Victimae paschali laudes,” is sung. Sequences are a
rare thing in today’s liturgical calendar. There used to be any
throughout the year, but now there are only four. They allow us
to meditate on the celebration at hand.
